insured losses hovered at around US$39.5 billion. The protection gap remains a hot 
issue with great prospects and challenges for insurers and reinsurers.

And the worse is yet to come as climate change with a combination of rapid 
urbanisation and population growth look set to drive disaster losses to trillions of 
dollars say doomsayers. These extreme events may become the norm in the future.
